CLMAP participants engage in a language immersion environment for two years as full-time language learners. To
offset living expenses, CLMAP participants receive a bi-weekly educational benefit. Eight new learners are placed
twice a year Spring the Fall, through an application and interview process. Interested individuals must meet the
following criteria:

e 18 years or older

e  Pass a youth sensitive background check

e Intend to teach the Cherokee language and culture
e Willing to participate in cultural activities

e Available Monday - Friday, 8:00am-5:00pm

e Available to travel

e  86% Mandatory Attendance
